This scholarship was established to assist college bound students in their pursuit of a post secondary education.  We encourage all students who desire to attend college to apply.  All applicants will be considered for this scholarship based on the information that is received by the scholarship committee.​ 
 
Purpose 
The Greater Charlotte Alliance of Black School Educators (GCABSE) Scholarship Fund will award one scholarship to a selected applicant who satisfy eligibility requirements.  This scholarship will be awarded to a student based on demonstrated academic performance/GPA, interest in pursuing a degree in the field of education, and plans to attend a historically black college or university (HBCU). 
 
· Students who plan to major in education are strongly encouraged to apply for this scholarship. 
· Students who plan to attend a historically black college or university (HBCU) are also strongly encouraged to apply. 
 
Eligibility Requirements 
The recipient must be a graduating high school senior and show proof of acceptance from an accredited post-secondary institution. 
 
The recipient must be a United States Citizen. 
 
The recipient must be in good standing with his/her  respective high school. 
 
Applicants must submit a copy of their most recent transcript (minimum GPA: 3.0 or higher), two letters of recommendation, a one page personal essay,  along with a completed typed application form. 
 
 
Verification of Application Material 
GCABSE representatives reserve the right to verify information submitted in support of an application for financial assistance and to request additional information when needed. 
 
Administration of Scholarship Funds 
The Dr. Daisy R. Walker scholarship in the amount of $1,500 will be awarded to the selected student. 
  
All scholarship funds will be awarded based on eligibility. 
 
Funds will be paid to the accredited institution or to the student based on proof of acceptance as a full time student. 
 
 
Application Procedures 
To be considered for the GCABSE Dr. Daisy R. Walker Scholarship, the applicant must: 
 
1. Submit an application packet, with all​	 of the following information,​	 postmarked no later than March 31, 2020.  The packet includes:​	  
a. A completed application. 
b. Two letters of recommendation: one from a school official and one from a community representative (no relatives). 
c. An official transcript. 
d. A one-page typed essay stating why the applicant is applying for the scholarship. 
e. Proof of acceptance as a full time student at an accredited institution.
